John 6:51-58

We continue reading from the sixth chapter of the
gospel of John, which interrupts our regular
reading of Mark's gospel on the ordinary Sundays
of Year B. This is an opportunity to reflect on the
words of Jesus about the Bread of Life, and indeed
about the mystery of the Eucharist.

In today's passage the focus is on eating the flesh
of Jesus. The Eucharist has throughout the ages
been a source of controversy and misunderstanding.
Many people have echoed the question of the Jews
in this passage: 'How can this man give us his flesh
to eat?’

In speaking of his flesh and blood which he gives to
us, Jesus is employing a metaphor for his very self.
Just as he gave himself in bread and wine to the
disciples as a sign of his coming gift of his life on
the Cross, so whenever we celebrate the Eucharist
we receive the real Jesus, his 'body, blood, soul and
divinity', his full self, but in such a way that the
real gift is hidden beneath the physical
appearances of bread and wine.

Sharing in the Eucharist brings intimacy with
Jesus: 'he lives in me and I live in him'. This
intimacy is the pledge of eternal life. The ultimate
focus is on the gift of life. As Jesus draws life
from the Father, so we draw life from Jesus in the
Eucharist. Fr Adrian Graffy
