The promised child is to be born of Mary, and 

Luke’s gospel is significant as it gives primacy of 

place to the role of a woman who brings forth the 

saviour. In addition, Elizabeth who gave birth to 

John the Baptist; these two women provide the 

human context for the service and role that 

Jesus is to play as the fulfilment of Old 

Testament prophesies; John will be his herald! 

The prayerful union between Mary and Elizabeth 

(“My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord”), a 

prayer of Mary that accompanies each of us as we 

say evening prayer II. Elizabeth, for her part, 

reflects the coming of Jesus when she proclaims 

to Mary (“For the moment your greeting reached 

my ears, the child in my womb leapt for joy”).
