The readings at Mass today set the scene for the 

coming week, Holy Week. 

The first Reading from Isaiah invites us to enter 

the suffering experienced by the “Suffering 

servant”. We are shown how to face trial and 

suffering in our lives. Perhaps during today and 

this coming week, we can focus on those trials and 

difficulties we experience in our own lives. We 

seek to unite them with the suffering 

experienced by Christ in is Passion and death on 

the Cross which we hear in the reading of the 

Passion. Let us lay all such suffering, illness, 

family difficulties, economic worries at the foot 

of the Cross. 

Perhaps we could focus on one character in 

today’s Passion reading and journey with them 

during the coming week reflecting on our own 

journey to the Cross with them. St Peter who 

denies Christ, Pilate who washes his hands of 

what is about to happen, Simon of Cyrene who 

becomes an unexpected close witness of Christ’s 

suffering, Mary mother of sorrows as she 

beholds her Son on the Cross, the weeping women 

who mourn for their sins. A practical way to do 

this would be to walk the Stations of the cross in 

your Church.
